Some fifteen years  ago Ray and Chris started to look at putting together a ride that would loop around the most attractive parts of Mid Cheshire. Some two years ago Amy Rushton was given the challenge by Cheshire County Council of making Ray and Chris’s vision of  a loop a reality .

Problems were encountered  with various landowners in the Cuddington area together with footpath associations who objected  to the new route. Various points were refuted at a public enquiry  and the Loop moved nearer to completion.

Authorisation  was not  initially given by the Forestry Commission for the route through Delamere Forest and signage caused delay.

Another major challenge was  to establish the safe crossing of the A49 near Tarporley. This was accomplished by forging a new path parallel to the main road.
